	Warm – ups /Starters 


	Activities 
Boom chikka boom
Hi my name is Joe


First you make your fingers click
She died she did
Tongue twisters

Scales exercises
	Teaching Notes 
Warm up vocal chords and expression in performance; high, low, moods, styles
Develop rhythm, pace, compose new parts


Consider layers and textures, loops, create own class version

Building confidence to hold your own part, work in loops
Alliterative twisters that work on sounds in songs

Develop pitch 
Support:
Teacher and tutor encourage all pupils to engage
Challenge: 

Encourage suggestions for when particular warm-ups would be appropriate during the rest of the week

Encourage teacher and pupils to lead activities
Encourage class to build a bank of tongue twisters


	Main body - Teaching and Learning  


	Activity - Singing
First Access lessons will make use of backing tracks so this can be reinforced in curriculum music lessons.

	Teaching Notes – Sequence of learning

· Listen to song identify some key signs, join in
· Check for understanding of lyrics; eg metaphors in Drop and No Wars
· Build up confidence, think about how we communicate meaning, the message of the song 
· consider the melody and place pitch correctly, by eg humming sections
· play rhythmic games based on tricky sections, as appropriate introduce note values

· Build confidence by using belting out technique with anthemic parts of songs

· prepare for performing opportunities by thinking about how we look when we are on stage
· record/film sequences at regular intervals so pupils are aware of progress and can assess what improvement could be made

· at appropriate moments introduce score and ask pupils to identify key features
· use backing track 2 without singing
Support:
Encourage reluctant singers to emphasise signing.
Develop aural and  pitch development with xylophone sequences from songs
Challenge:
Invite pairs or individuals to invent their own ostinato on tuned and unturned percussion for appropriate section

Introduce harmony lines while teachers lead main tune

1.  Planning session

2. Introductory lesson

4 warm-ups were started. Boom was well known by many of the children. 

Hi my name is Joe was known by some.

Possible extensions to, and rewrites of the warm-ups were discussed with the pupils.

Pupils listened to and sang through Drop. Discussion of signs.

Words for warm-ups and template has been sent to teacher.

Student teacher joined in, over time class teacher and student led particular elements of the lesson and joined in throughout the rest.
